Classroom Information & Procedures

Registration

Registration is required on a per semester basis and is non-refundable.  Once the registration has been received for the semester, the tuition commitment must be honored through the end of the semester, regardless of student’s attendance. There is no family discount issued for registration fees.  No re-enrollment in the program will be permitted if there is a previous balance on the account.   

Tuition

Tuition is charged on a per semester basis.  Choir fees are as follows:

Angel Choir:  $125 per semester (5 equal payments of $25)

Children’s Choir:  $150 per semester (5 equal payments of $30)

Men’s Choir:  $150 per semester (5 equal payments of $30)

Treble Choir:  $150 per semester (5 equal payments of $30)

Concert Choir:  $175 per semester (5 equal payments of $35)

For your convenience, a monthly payment plan may be requested with no additional finance fees.  No tuition refunds will be granted in cases of teacher illness or professional obligations.  

Any monthly payments are to be sent to:  4204 Everest Lane, Austin,Texas  78727, placed in the payment folder outside of the classroom or paid via *PayPal online to insure proper collection.  Reminder statements will be e-mailed and monthly installments are due (or must be postmarked) by the 5th of the following month.  Should your installment be received past the 15th of the month, a $5.00 late fee will appear on your next statement.  

*PayPal payments will incur a $2 convenience fee per transaction.

Family Discount

For families with 3 or more children enrolled in the program, a 20% tuition discount will be given for the total amount of tuition charged for your family.
Attendance

Because choir is viewed as a commitment, we take very seriously the issue of regular attendance.  Should an absence occur, a written excuse must be submitted from a parent as to the reason for the absence.  Reasons for excused absence shall include any legitimate reason, which is sanctioned by parental discretion.  No more than 2 unexcused absences will be permitted per semester (no written excuse given by parent for absence).  If a student acquires this status, they will forfeit the privilege of choir attendance for the remainder of the semester, and honor the remaining tuition payments until semester’s end.

Angel/Children’s Choir – Attendance will be taken weekly by virtue of the sticker (or marker) board by the classroom teacher or homeroom mom.
Men’s Choir / Treble Choir /Concert Choir – Attendance will be taken by virtue of practice cards, which must be turned in at the beginning of rehearsal.  The choir secretary will be responsible for taking attendance.  

Discipline

Angel/Children’s – Discipline revolves around the sticker board.  Students are awarded weekly

with colored stickers, depending on the following criterion:




Practice Card – Minimum of teacher assigned practice/homework




Participation in all aspects of class

Completing any assigned tasks




Christ-like attitude in respecting self & others




Overall classroom behavior

Superior – Red Star

Results will be accumulated at the end of the semester

Excellent – Blue Star

and awards will be given according to stickers earned,

Average – Green Star

and various points accumulated.

Unacceptable – FROWNY FROG

Men’s Choir/Treble Choir /Concert Choir – Although discipline is not necessarily a problem, should there be an instance where action is necessary parents will be notified by phone.  This will be followed by a written referral should the matter not be corrected.  Any further problems will result in expulsion. 

Awards/grades are given at the end of every year by work and effort recorded on a point sheet, which is distributed at the beginning of the year.  

Letter Jackets
Concert Choir will have the opportunity to purchase letter jackets reflecting the color scheme of CCSA (red, white & blue of course!)  Cost is estimated between $95.00-150.00. Based on the point system, they will earn points toward the CCSA letter for their jacket (provided by CCSA) as well as any patches which they have additionally earned.    
Homeroom Mom

In Angel/Children’s choir, we need the volunteer services of a “Homeroom Mom” for each class.  The “Homeroom Mom” (or grandparent!) will be responsible for:



Attendance/Collecting Practice Cards




Maintenance of the Sticker chart




Correction of Theory homework (don’t worry, this is easy!)




Help with general concert organization of choirs

See the teacher if you would like more involvement in your child’s musical education!

Practice Cards

Practice Cards help the teacher and student keep on target.  Rehearsal is required at home to learn the music, and the teacher will assign specific tasks to accomplish.  Students are expected to practice an average of 4 days per week for a limited amount of time. (Angel Choir – 15min., Children’s – 20 min, Teen Choirs ½ hour).  Students will be provided with a practice CD and lyrics/music.  Parents are to sign off weekly and cards are turned in to the homeroom mom/choir secretary.  

Uniforms
Uniforms will be required for all performances.  In some cases, a more casual atmosphere will dictate T-shirts which is included with the cost of registration.  For formal concerts, the following uniform will be provided by the students:
